Executive Committee Report 

EC Report to Faculty Senate 

New Senators 

Faculty President Loranger wel-

comed professors Steve Pedler 

and Mike Raymer as the new Fac-

ulty Senate representatives for 

Lake Campus and CECS, respec-

tively. Senator Pedler will be re-

placing Dr. Mark Cubberley as 

Senator and Executive Committee 

member; Senator Raymer will re-

place Dr. Travis Doom, who was 

elected Faculty Vice President in 

September. 

Quadrennial Review Committee 

Assembly of the Quadrennial Re-

view Committee is nearing com-

pletion for review and revision of 

the Faculty Constitution in 2017. 

The Committee aims to submit re-

visions to the Faculty Constitution 

for review by the end of the aca-

demic year. Among the various 

alterations proposed by the Com-

mittee is an interim procedure for 

handling Votes of Confidence / No 

Confidence; a draft interim proce-

dure was moved to Old Business 

for the November Senate meeting 

to allow for due consideration. 

Commencement Survey 

Commencement Committee Chair 

Dr. Eric Rowley presented the re-

sults of a recent survey concerning 

the views of Wright State faculty, 

staff, and students on various as-

pects of the commencement cere-

mony. The survey revealed that, 

while the majority of those sur-

veyed believe the ceremony to be 

an important part of graduation, 

certain improvements such as cut-

backs to the length of the ceremo-

ny should be made. A full report 

on the survey results will be pro-

vided to the Faculty Senate and 

the President’s Office by Decem-

ber. 

Presidential Search Committee 

Dr. Loranger announced that the 
Presidential Search Committee 
has reached its listening phase. 
The Community and Inclusion 
Working Group has reached out to 
Wright State faculty, staff, and 
students with an online survey 
concerning the skills and qualifica-
tions they should like to see 
demonstrated by a new University 
President. In addition to the sur-
veys, three different public fora 
have been held on the matter 
from October 10th to the 12th: two 
on the Dayton campus and one on 
the Lake campus. 

Old Business 

UAPC Distance Education Termi-

nology 

Vice President Doom presented 

the UAPC Distance Education ter-

minology, which includes the cate-

gories Fully Online/No Set Meet 

Time, Fully Online/Set Meet 

Times, and Mostly Online. These 

categories are designed so that 

there are specific parameters that 

can be used by the registrar to in-

form students what to expect of 

the courses. Senator Krane 

(CoSM) recommended that for 

Mostly Online classes, the cutoff 

percentage be raised from 25% 

face-to-face to 30% face-to-face, 

with agreement from Senator 

Gray (CoNH). However, Vice Presi-

dent Doom stated that 25% is by 

State definition and is accredita-

tion based. Provost Sudkamp sug-

gested adding another category 

that goes up to 50% to account for 

the other courses that do not fall 

into any other category.  Senator 

Kawosa (RSCoB) requested that 

the UAPC come to the next 

meeting to explain details on the 

courses and to do an invento-

ry.  With a second from Senator 

Raymer (CECS) and a unanimous 

vote in favor, the senate unani-

mously voted to move the UAPC 

terminology to Old Business for 

the November meeting. 

New Business 
 
LEAP Enrollment Policy 

Until recently, students with F-2 

Visas were not permitted to take 

language courses. Though the law 

has changed, the LEAP program 

does not yet admit these stu-

dents. LEAP has proposed a policy 

for these students to begin to 

study the English language. Alt-

hough LEAP courses are non-

credit-bearing and not part of any 

academic degree program, LEAP/

English asks the policy to be ap-

proved by the senate. With no dis-

cussion and a unanimous vote in 

favor, the senate moved to vote 

on the policy at in November. 

Curricular Items 

Curricular items treated as new 

business included the addition of 

a the new BSB program in Mar-

keting Entrepreneurship (RSCoB), 

the name change of Mass Com-

munications to Media Studies 

(CoLA), and the deactivation of 

the Nursing Beacon program 

(CoNH).
